Admission Requirements

What are the requirements before admission?
· A bachelor’s degree from an accredited college/university. We will consider your application if you will be graduating with a bachelor’s degree prior to starting the Advance 2 BSN program, however those with completed bachelor’s degrees or those in process at WCU will receive first consideration. 
· Applicants must complete the following courses or equivalents at either West Chester University or another accredited college/university before beginning the nursing program. These prerequisites must be completed prior to beginning the program. It is preferred, but not required, that they are completed prior to application.

· Applicants must have a “Composite GPA” of 2.75 in the following courses: 

· BIO 100, BIO 259, BIO 269 and CHE/CRL 107 (or equivalents)
