FAQ’s

How soon will I hear from someone after filing my application?

· Once the application period begins, we will be reviewing applications as soon as possible and contact you by email or phone. We have no deadlines or dates at this time.

Can I email or call someone to get more information?

· Your questions are important to us and we want to provide the correct information. This takes time. Calls and emails for additional program information slow down the process. Instead, please use our website, the recorded podcasts, and any upcoming information sessions. 
Will I be interviewed?

· We will contact applicants who meet our initial criteria for interviews. Once interviewed we will be contacting the applicant as to their acceptance status. We have no deadlines or dates at this time.

I’ve met with staff from other universities; can I meet with someone at WCU to discuss the program?

· Due to the volume of inquiries, we are unable to review transcripts and/or meet with prospective students prior to the application process. We provide detailed information about admissions requirements online and information sessions to answer questions. These sessions are also podcasted and available online www.advance2WCU.org
What if I never took a BIO100 course? Do I need to go back and take that?

· If you’ve already taken anatomy, physiology, chemistry and microbiology, you do not need to take an introductory biology course. We can use the grade from your microbiology course to calculate the composite GPA.

Do nursing courses from other universities transfer?

· No these courses do not transfer.

I don’t know if I should apply to a Bachelor’s Degree Program or an Associate’s Degree Program. Can I speak with someone at WCU to discuss this?

· This is an important decision and you should have full information on these options. Due to the volume of requests for our program, we cannot spend the time necessary to explain these differences. We suggest that you access information online through the American Nurses Association.

Can I email you to get approval or information on pre-requisite courses?

· Please use our website for detailed information about pre-requisite courses. Often the information is either printed in one of the PDF files at the bottom of the page, or it has been asked in one of the podcasts. 
Can I CLEP any pre-requisites?

· Yes. You may CLEP Psychology, Sociology, and Developmental Psychology. You must receive a score of 50 or greater for acceptance.

· We do not accept CLEP for any of the science courses.

Do you accept online courses?

· Yes, we will accept online courses. For online science courses, we will review and accept/deny on a case by case basis. (Microbiology, Anatomy & Physiology, Chemistry, Biology).
What is your acceptance rate?

· This has changed over this academic year. In 2010-2011, we received over 400 inquiries and sent out just under 300 applications. We reviewed over 200 applications and offered seats to approximately 20% of this group. For the 2012 cohort, we’ve received over 1100 inquiries at this time.
What is your attrition rate?

· If students do not pass a course, the overwhelming majority successfully repeat the course and complete the program. 

· Our attrition rate is less than 1%.

How do I know I will be ready to take the NCLEX exam at the end of the program?

· Through the use of software and rigorous classroom testing, students do not progress to taking the NCLEX exam until they are considered ready based on statistical chances of passing the board exams. 

If I have not completed all prerequisite courses before filing an application, will that affect my chances of admission to the program?

· Yes, however we look at all aspects of the application in making a decision.

Where can I take my prerequisite classes?

· We do not require that you take classes at any specific institution, but ask that you look at the course requirements as your guide. 

I am an international student and some of my courses such as Sociology and Psychology are only 2 credits. Will you accept these?

· Course requirements are stated in the Admission  Requirements PDF at the bottom of our webpage www.Advance2WCU.org. Should you be in this situation, you must either retake the classes for 3 credits, or you can CLEP some courses (see note above about CLEP).
What is the best way to get information about WCU’s Advance 2 BSN Program?

· Access our website at www.Advance2WCU.org and look at the announcements, the recorded podcasts of previous informational sessions, and the PDFs at the bottom of the page.

· Attend an informational session. These sessions are usually held twice per year. Watch our website for upcoming dates.
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
