Project Lemonade

As you may be aware, on occasion, the West Chester University campus has been visited by preachers of extremely conservative/fundamentalist churches. These preachers spout hate directed at many populations including women, homosexuals and bisexuals, African-Americans, Muslims, Catholics—basically any group that is not white and male.  In order to combat this hate speech, the LGBTQA Advocacy Committee developed Project Lemonade based on the notion that if life hands you lemons, make lemonade!

Project Lemonade invites individuals to pledge a set amount of money for every minute that a hate preacher speaks on campus (e.g. If the speaker speaks for 2 hours [120 minutes] and a pledge of 10 cents per minute was made, you would have donated $12.00 to the cause!) or a single “set-price” donation (e.g. $20 every time one of these people comes to our campus) Therefore, the longer that they talk, the more money they are helping us raise.  This money will provide opportunities to educate the University community about issues surrounding diversity. The outcome is either they leave campus or they stay and raises money for us!
