• Use half sheets of 8½ x 11 for postcard. (5x9 index card would be sturdier stock, but is not necessary.)

· Trees or other plants around the school setting.

· A depiction of a city, rural or suburban school setting.

· Animals that live near the school.

· Queerida Amiga (Dear Friend, girl)

· Queridos Amigos (Dear Friends)
