ADVISING

The chairperson (or designee) of the appropriate department serves as advisor for Bachelor of Music
students in Theory/Composition, Elective Studies and Performance.

Music Education students are assigned a freshman advisor who will oversee their academic progress until
they have earned 30 credits. At that point the student will be advised by a member of the Music Education
Department until the senior year, when advising will be done by the Undergraduate Coordinator.

Advisors will keep records of the student's course work, help select courses appropriate to the curriculum,
make recommendations about curricular change and be available to help solve any academic problems the
student may encounter. Students should make an appointment to see the advisor before scheduling time to
decide what courses should be taken the following semester and to update their Curriculum Record Sheet.
During Drop/Add period, students should consult with the advisor to be sure the courses dropped or added
are consistent with curricular requirements.

APPLICATION FOR GRADUATION

Students must see the Undergraduate Coordinator of the School of Music BEFORE the FIRST semester
of the senior year in order to check that all required courses will have been taken by graduation. This
should be done before scheduling classes for the final semester so that any deficiencies may be addressed
and corrected in the last semester. Application for graduation is processed through MyWCU. Please check
the Registrar's Office homepage for application deadlines.

CHANGE OF MAJOR
A student wishing to transfer from one degree program of study at the University (or school) to another
program must file a “Change of Major” form in the Office of the Registrar. The student must meet the
standards for admission into the desired program and must obtain written permission from the department
involved. Any courses which were initially accepted for transfer credit from another college are subject
to re-evaluation by the department to which the student transfers internally.

CHORAL PLACEMENT
Choral placement is determined by results of auditions (voice quality, sight singing, pitch memory) which
are held in the Fall of each year. These auditions are mandatory for Voice and Keyboard majors as long
as they have choir as a curricular requirement. Students placed in an upper level choir are expected to
remain in that ensemble for two semesters.

INSTRUMENTAL ENSEMBLE PLACEMENT
Instrumental ensemble placement is determined by audition results and ensemble needs. Placement
auditions are held in the spring term for returning members and at the beginning of the fall semester for
freshmen and transfer students.

COURSE SEQUENCES

It is expected that students will take the same levels of Theory and Aural Activities during the same
semester. However, under no circumstances will students be allowed to take a higher level of A.A. than
that of Theory completed (e.g. they may not take Theory I and A.A. II). If necessary, the reverse is
possible (e.g. they may take Theory II and A.A. I). Students may not "lag" more than one semester behind
in Aural Activities.

English (WRT) and Math courses should be taken before the completion of 64 credits

Music History I (MHL210) must be taken before enrolling in Music History II (MHL211).

Conducting I must be taken before Conducting II.
The professional sequence in Music Education is: MUE 331 and MUE 333 (or 335, if required), then
MUE 332 and MUE 335, if required (or 333), then MUE 431/432 (Student Teaching, in the senior year).
These courses must be taken in three consecutive semesters. A meeting is held for sophomores to
determine whether the student will begin the professional sequence in the first or second semester of the
junior year.

ELECTIVE PRIVATE LESSONS

If the workload of the professor allows, elective lessons may be requested. To register for lessons, see the
chairperson of the department in which the course is taught.

EXTRA REHEARSALS AND EXTRA PERFORMANCES FOR
ENSEMBLES IN THE SCHOOL OF MUSIC

I. General



It is necessary and desirable for ensembles to schedule extra rehearsals and extra performances from time to time both on and
off campus. These extra commitments can interfere with a student's educational progress unless expectations are kept within
reasonable limits. Some students can accommodate heavier schedules than others. Some ensembles have heavier schedules
than others and therefore the policy needs to be implemented with flexibility. Extra performances are defined as those
performances that are not an annual event in the ensemble schedule.

II. Policy

Extra performances on and off campus by ensembles are generally limited to no more than two per semester, or, in the case of
marching band, three performances per year. This includes weekends but does not include vacation times. No extra
performances will be scheduled during the last two weeks of class or during the final examination period in any semester. Extra
rehearsals and all other ensemble events will be scheduled outside regular university class time, that is Friday evenings and
weekends. These rehearsals and events will be limited to no more than two per year.

III. Implementation A. Faculty and Student responsibilities:

Insofar as is possible, students will be told by their ensemble directors at the beginning of each semester what extra rehearsal or
extra performing obligations are anticipated. If an extra performance conflicts with a scheduled class period, the ensemble
director may request that the student or students involved be released from class for that period. If a faculty member feels a
particular ensemble is exceeding "reasonable expectations", the Dean will convene a special meeting between the ensemble
director and the faculty member in an effort to resolve the situation. Students are required to make up all class and studio work
within one week of a class or lesson that is missed due to an extra performance. Students engaged in student teaching receive
up to five full days of absences for adverse weather conditions, conferences, emergencies, interviews and performances. Refer
to Professional Sequence Handbook for specific details and procedures. Over five absences must be made up.

B. Dean's Office Responsibilities:

The Office of the Dean will receive notification of all extra rehearsals and extra performances as near to the beginning of each
semester as possible but certainly no later than two weeks prior to the event, together with the names of participating students.
These lists will then be distributed to all faculty. The Dean reserves the right to cancel any extra rehearsal or extra performance
if, in his view, the event is likely to cause excessive disruption to the regular school schedule. In addition, a student may be
excused from an extra rehearsal or extra performance if, in the view of the Dean, that student is under extreme stress.
Exceptions to the general policy may be made from time to time in order to meet special circumstances or needs within the
School.

FRATERNITIES AND SORORITIES

KAPPA KAPPA PSI - Formed in the fall of 1980 to support the band program. KKP concentrates on serving the Band and
School of Music by means of fund raising and service projects. Any member of the marching band or visual ensemble can
pledge KKP. Information is posted in Swope Hall, the music building, at the beginning of the fall semester.

PHI MU ALPHA SINFONIA- Rho Sigma chapter of the professional men's music fraternity was formed at West Chester in
1967. The organization seeks to advance the cause of music in America and to foster the welfare and brotherhood of students
of music. Upon approval by the brotherhood prospective members are invited to pledge the fraternity. These prospective
members must be at least second semester freshmen.

PI KAPPA LAMBDA - The primary objectives of this national music honor society are the recognition and encouragement of
the highest level of musical achievement and academic scholarship. Nominations and elections to membership are the
responsibility of the faculty committee of the chapter. Delta Sigma chapter at West Chester University was established in 1978.

SIGMA ALPHA IOTA - Epsilon Epsilon chapter of this internationally incorporated professional fraternity for women in
music was formed in 1968. The fraternity is dedicated to service in the field of music. Membership, by invitation, recognizes
scholarship and musicianship. Members must be in at least their second semester.

TAU BETA SIGMA - The band sorority, Tau Beta Sigma, was formed in the fall of 1980 to support the band program. TBS
concentrates on serving the Band and School of Music by means of fund raising and service projects. Any member of the
marching band or visual ensemble can pledge TBS. Information is posted in Swope Hall, the music building, at the beginning
of the fall semester.

INSTRUMENT RENTAL

There is a $20.00 fee per semester for each instrument rented. Instruments are available in the A-V Room and rental
cards must be signed in order to rent an instrument. A late fee may be charged for instruments not returned at the
end of classes and names will be forwarded to the Office of the Registrar to withhold grades. Lockers may be



signed out for the academic year. Students may choose lockers that do not have locks on them by filling out and
returning the slips attached to empty lockers.

MAKE-UP PRIVILEGES FOR PRIVATE LESSONS

Private lessons missed by the instructor are made up at a time satisfactory to both the student and the teacher.

Lessons missed by the student are made up ONLY if the instructor has been notified at least one day in advance and
a reason acceptable to the teacher is given for the cancellation.

In an emergency, when one-day advance notice cannot be given, the lesson will be made up at the discretion of the
instructor. In such case, the student must make every effort to give the instructor prior notice of his absence. (Call
the instructor or the Music Office, 436-2739, as soon as possible).

Private lessons missed because of an excused absence (authorized by the School or University) are made up at a
time satisfactory to both the student and the teacher.

MARCHING BAND PARTICIPATION

Students in the Music Education degree who major in a marching band instrument are required to participate in
Marching Band for two semesters.

MINOR FIELDS OF STUDY

Students may apply for transcript recognition if they complete an approved minor field of study. To receive such
recognition, the student must complete 15-21 semester hours of courses selected in consultation with the minor
program advisor. Students who have enough flexibility in their major curriculum to fulfill the requirements of a
minor must fill out and submit a Minor Selection Application to the Office of the Registrar. To enroll in a minor
field of study, students must have the permission of both their major and their proposed minor departments. See the
University catalog for a list of approved minor fields.

MUSIC LIBRARY
Music Library: Swope Hall, lower level (Phone 610-436-2430)

Hours: The music library hours are subject to variation from semester to semester depending on staff availability
and are posted in the library and on the FHG Library homepage.

Location of materials: Scores, reference books and most LP recordings are on open shelves. Materials on course or
general reserve, all compact discs and anything with a call number ending in "(c)" are in a locked cabinet or dosed
stacks behind the service counter, and may be requested by call number. For resourceful use of the library, users
should become familiar with the "Pilot" computer catalog.

Circulation: The Music Library is available to all members of the University community and to members of the
public who have been given a library card at the F.H. Green library. Use of materials on reserve or closed stacks
requires the surrender of the borrower's campus 1.D. or library card to the attendant for the duration of use in the
library.

Materials on reserve, sound recordings, reference books and scores stamped "Does not circulate" may be used only
in the library. You may borrow from the rest of the collection (notably most scores) for a six-week period, with one
possible renewal. All patrons must present their bar-coded 1.D. or library card in order to check out materials.
Library users are expected to handle equipment and materials carefully, especially sound recordings.



The music library has LP turntables, cassette players, CD players, video players and a laser disc player, which are
available for student use. The Musgrave collection, a record collection presented to the Music Library by Cecil
Musgrave, consists of 6,400 mint condition recordings and is available upon request of the music library staff. The
collection is housed in the Francis Harvey Green Library.

For help in locating materials or operating equipment, feel free to ask any member of the library staff to assist you.

ORGANIZATION REQUIREMENTS

All Music majors are required to be in a MAJOR organization a minimum of eight semesters (designated below by
an asterisk *). See the appropriate curriculum checklist.

String majors must participate in Symphony Orchestra for all eight semesters. Guitar majors substitute Guitar

PIANO COMPETENCY

Piano Competency for non-keyboard majors is required in the following programs:

PRACTICE ROOM SIGN-OUT

Most practice rooms are available on a first-come, first-served basis, but some rooms may be signed out
for regularly scheduled practice sessions. These rooms are reserved for piano performance majors and
music education majors taking private piano lessons. Smoking, eating or drinking in practice rooms is
strictly prohibited.

PRIVATE LESSONS

You are not able to schedule your PRIVATE LESSONS. If you are now taking a private lesson, the computer will
automatically add your MAJOR lessons at the next level at the end of the regular scheduling period. Contact the
chairperson regarding minor lessons. Leave enough room in your schedule for these additional credits. Requests
for elective private lessons or change of teacher in a private lesson should be addressed to the appropriate
chairperson.



Practicing is very important to your success as a music major, and keeping a record of “practice hours” is required
by most teachers. Please check your syllabi carefully.

The Applied Music Faculty have agreed to a weekly studio hour to supplement your private lessons. Therefore,
ALL music majors are now required to keep Thursdays from 11-11:50am open (no other classes and/or work).

The teaching of private lessons by WCU students or faculty for a fee within the Swope Music Building can
only be allowed under the auspices of the Community Music School.

RECITAL ATTENDANCE

Purpose: The Recital Attendance policy is based on the belief that listening to live music is essential to training
good musicians.

Recital Attendance Requirements:

Music majors entering as Freshmen are required to attend eight programs per semester for six semesters (Transfer
students, see below). At least three semesters of "RECITAL ATTENDANCE " should be completed by the end of
the sophomore year in order to ensure that the requirements are met in time for graduation.

Only events on the official School of Music Calendar will fulfill the Recital Attendance requirement. Events will be
divided into three categories and students will be required to attend two events from each of these categories, plus
two more from any category. The Dean may from time to time add special events to the official calendar.

No Recital Attendance credit is earned by a student who performs in a recital.

Music Majors enrolled on a part-time basis (fewer than 12 credits) may bank Recital Attendance.
NOTE: Banking of recitals does NOT apply to full-time students.

SENIOR PERFORMANCE WITH UNIVERSITY ORCHESTRA

Seniors and Graduate students will be featured in several of the orchestra concerts throughout the academic year.
Dates and times will be determined by the conductor. Students must fill out an Approval Form signed by their
private teacher, and submit it to the appropriate chairperson. Departments will hold auditions and recommend
candidates to the conductor.

SERVICES FOR STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

The Office of Services for Services for Students with Disabilities (OSSD) offers services for students with physical
and learning disabilities. The OSSD is designed to assist students in making a successful transition to the
University. We take a proactive stance that encourages students to understand their needs and strengths in order to
best advocate for themselves. The OSSD office is located in Lawrence Center and at ph# (610) 436-3416.

The OSSD is located within the Academic Programs and Services Division and coordinates services with other
units within the division, such as the University Tutoring Center and the Academic Advising Center, as well as
other University offices including the Writing Center and the Office of Residence Life and Housing. Liaison with
governmental agencies and private practitioners for provision of services is also available through the OSSD. In
order to ensure continuity of services, students should pursue such actions prior to enrollment. Students needing
financial support for personal services or interpreters should register with the appropriate agency at least six months
in advance of matriculation.

STUDENT AND SENIOR RECITALS

Senior music education students may not schedule their senior recital during the
semester they student teach.

A sign-up period is held at the beginning of each semester. The following time limits will be observed: B.M.
Performance majors (Full Senior Recital) - No more than 55 minutes of music.

Music Education Senior - No more than twenty minutes of music in the non-student teaching semester.

Those majors who wish to have additional time beyond the allotted twenty minutes must apply for permission
through the appropriate department chair. There can be no guarantee of extra time on regularly scheduled recitals or
of added dates.

Additional time depends on availability of Swope Hall Auditorium and the number of requests received.

General Student Recitals are held in Swope Hall Auditorium. Students from all departments sign for ten minute
performance slots, after approval from their applied music teacher.

SUMMER PRIVATE LESSONS

Private voice, piano and instrument lessons are available during the summer on a very limited basis. Permission of
the chairperson in which the course is taught must be obtained by the end of the Spring semester.

THEORY PLACEMENT TEST

This test is given at the beginning of each semester for any new student who wishes to attempt to begin the Theory
or Aural Activities courses above the beginning level. It is required of all new transfer students. Depending on the
test results, transfer credit from another school will be granted for all courses in Theory and Ear Training success-
fully completed below the level achieved in the placement test. Placement exams are NOT permissible after failing
a Theory or Aurals course.

WRITING EMPHASIS COURSES

All students who enter with fewer than 40 credits must take at least three (3) approved writing emphasis courses at
West Chester. Transfer students who enter with 40-70 credits must take two (2) writing emphasis courses. Students
who transfer more than 70 credits must take one (1) writing emphasis course. Each writing emphasis course may
simultaneously fulfill another degree requirement. If an Interdisciplinary Course is listed as "IW", it may also be
used to fulfill the writing emphasis requirement. At least one Writing Emphasis Course must be taken at the 300-
400 level.

PROFESSIONAL MUSIC EDUCATION COURSES/STUDENT TEACHING

PRE-REQUISITES FOR METHODS AND STUDENT TEACHING

All students seeking a Bachelor of Music in music education degree must formally apply for admission to Teacher
Education. Only students admitted to Teacher Education are eligible to take designated advanced professional

music education course work. This will be noted by the placement of EDF 030 on the transcript. Students admitted
mn



to Teacher Education must maintain the GPA required for admission in order to continue taking advanced
professional music education course work.

Professional Qualifying Test:

Music Education students must successfully pass a minimum of four parts of the PQT, which must include
the sight singing portion, before enrolling in MUE331 or other higher division methods courses. Students
failing the sight-singing portion should enroll in MUEQO1 (PQT remediation).Passing all parts of the PQT
is required for MUE332.

PRAXIS I for Music Education Majors:

1. Candidates must have passing scores as established by the Pennsylvania Department of Education on the
Pre-Professional Skills Tests (PRAXIS), which include reading, writing and mathematics.

PRAXIS II for Music Education Majors:

2. Candidates must take (but not necessarily pass) the required PRAXIS tests in order to enter the student
teaching internship, and must pass all required PRAXIS tests in order to graduate with a B.M. in Music
Education, or to be considered a program completer of the Post-Baccalaureate Certification Program in
Music Education.

3. Candidates must provide scores of all PRAXIS tests (both passing and non-passing attempts) to the
Coordinator of Student Teaching and Field Experiences in Music Education.

4. Candidates must take (but not necessarily pass) the required PRAXIS II test (Fundamental Subjects
Content Knowledge) as a pre-requisite for MUE332.

5. Candidates must schedule and take (but not necessarily pass) the required PRAXIS II test (Music Content
Knowledge) immediately upon completion of MHL 212 and as a pre-requisite for MUE431/432.

6. Music Education Candidates who submit non-passing scores to the Coordinator for any of the PRAXIS II
tests will be advised by the Coordinator, the Undergraduate Coordinator, the Department Chair, and/or
their Academic Advisor as to the options to complete their program. These options include:

a. Pass Praxis II by the end of the ninth week of the student teaching semester. If PRAXIS II passing
scores are not submitted at this time, the student will be required to attend a conference with the
Student Teaching Coordinator, Department Chair and academic advisor.

b. Change major to B.M. in Music- Elective Studies in an Outside Field

Change major to Professional Studies

d. Continue for additional semester(s) until such time as PRAXIS II tests required for Certification

are successfully passed. (Option to apply to add minor fields of study.)

Minimum criteria for Formal Admission to Teacher Education are:

FRESHMAN REQUIREMENTS: The initial exposure to music education begins during the freshman year when
students are required to attend group advisement meeting(s) to become familiar with the appropriate music
education professional sequence and receive instructions about pre-methods observations and MUE 201 Music

Education Seminar. Signs for the dates and times of these meetings will be posted on the music education bulletin
board.

MUE 201 Music Education Seminar is offered each semester and must be taken no later than the semester prior to
entering the professional sequence (MUE 331 Methods and Materials I). Most students will enroll in MUE 201
during the second semester of the freshman year or first semester of the sophomore year.

Pre-Methods Observations: Students are required to spend three (3) full days observing music teachers in the
public schools. Each experience will be at a different level and district: (1) elementary, (2) middle/junior high, and
(3) senior high choral/instrumental. It is the student's responsibility to locate the school, contact the principal and
music teacher to make an appointment for each observation. These observations must be completed during MUE
201. Appropriate observation forms are distributed by the instructor. Students not complying with these
requirements will receive a failing grade for MUE201 and must retake and successfully complete the course in
order to apply for entrance into the Professional Sequence.

SOPHOMORE REQUIREMENTS: Pre-Professional Sequence Meeting: Students are required to attend a
group advisement meeting to determine the semester in which the professional sequence will begin. Dates and
times will be posted on the music education bulletin board. At these meetings, students will be advised to complete
the following:

1. Professional Qualifying Test
2. Child Abuse Clearance Record



3. Pennsylvania State Police Act 34 Criminal Clearance
4. FBI Fingerprint check

5. TB/Polio

6.

Passing scores as established by the Pennsylvania Department of Education on the Pre-Professional Skills
Tests, which include reading, writing and mathematics
7. Pre-requisite courses

Results of the above materials must be submitted to the Coordinator prior to the first meeting of MUE 331.
Failure to complete the above can result in removal from the course.

JUNIOR REQUIREMENTS: MUE 331 Methods and Materials I and MUE 332 Methods and Materials II meet
from 8-10:50 a.m. on either Tuesday or Thursday with the alternate day (T/R) reserved for Field Experiences. Both
classes may be required to meet both Tuesday and Thursday as announced by the instructor. Field Experience is for
classroom observation and participation in assigned public schools for a minimum of two and one-half hours per
week. Courses other than MUE 331 and MUE 332 should NOT be scheduled at 11:00 on Tuesday/Thursday in
order to allow for travel time. MUE 333 Instrumental Methods and Materials and MUE 335 Choral Methods and
Materials are offered each semester. Interruption of the professional sequence requires the permission of the
Chairperson and Coordinator of Music Education.

Potential student teachers must file an Application for Student Teaching during MUE 332. The form is available in
the Coordinator’s office. The Praxis II Series, which is required for PA certification, should be taken at this time.
Current Praxis II requirements may be obtained in the Certification Office. While not required, the eight (8) hour
CPR/First Aid course, recognized by the National Red Cross and/or American Heart Association, is strongly
recommended.

SENIOR REQUIREMENTS: Seniors who have completed all of the above requirements will be assigned
tentative student teaching school placements approximately one month prior to teaching. Student teachers MUST
ATTEND ALL seminar sessions. Dates of practica are distributed at the first seminar of the semester.
Requirements and responsibilities are in the Student Teaching Handbook.

Liability Insurance: Teachers and student teachers have been held legally liable by the Pennsylvania courts for the
behavior of learners under their direction. For this reason, it is necessary for the student teacher to be covered by
liability insurance. Such insurance is sometimes provided by Homeowners policies already held by parents; it is
also available through membership in the student PSEA/NEA.

Teacher Certification: The music education degree qualifies students for Pennsylvania Instructional Certification I.
Requirements include:

1. Passing scores as established by the Pennsylvania Department of Education on the Pre-Professional Skills
Tests, which include reading, writing and mathematics.
2. Completion of MUE 431/ 432 Student Teaching with a “C” or better.

An “Application for Certification” is distributed at the first seminar meeting. It must be completed ONE MONTH
before graduation and filed in the Certification Office, Recitation Hall. For students planning to teach outside of
Pennsylvania, contact should be made with the Certification office in the state in which employment is desired.

STUDENT TEACHER GUIDELINES:

1. Students must not take courses while student teaching due to the work load demands
associated with fulltime teaching responsibilities.

2. Students should take no more than one private lesson and one ensemble during the
student teaching semester. Students who wish to take more than one ensemble may do
s0, as long as student teaching remains the priority and does not suffer due to a student's
inability to balance the additional performance demands with student teaching workload.

3. Students must select ensemble/lesson times that do not conflict with the teaching day
7:30 am-4:15 pm. Students will take into consideration travel time between the school

and the university.
4. Senior music education students may not schedule their senior recital during the semester
they student teach.

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EQUIVALENCY IN MUSIC THERAPY

The equivalency program in music therapy at Immaculata Unversity (IU) provides students enrolled in
music degree programs at WCU with the opportunity of becoming eligible to enter the field of music
therapy. This is accomplished by electing music therapy course work and clinical training at [U, during or
following study at WCU. The curriculum in music therapy, which is in accordance with the guidelines
established by the American Music Therapy Association (AMTA), provides eligibility to take the national
certification examination administered by the Certification Board for Music Therapists (CBMT), upon
completion of all academic and clinical requirements. A student in the B.M. Elective Studies Degree
Program may utilize courses taken at Immaculata University as the Outside Area. IMPORTANT: Tuition
costs & fees for courses at Immaculata University are separate from the student’s West Chester University
tuition/fees. Please contact the IU College of Lifelong Learning at (610) 647-4400 ext. 3236 for more
information.

Students interested in this program must meet with the Director of Music Therapy (IU) to discuss their
interests/qualifications pertaining to the equivalency program and to demonstrate functional proficiency
through audition. Requirements: 1) solo classical piece on major applied instrument, and 2) popular, folk,
or show tune sung while accompanying oneself on piano or guitar.

With the approval of the Director of Music Therapy (IU) and Undergraduate Coordinator (WCU), 21
credits will be selected from the lists below and designated as the “Outside Area” credits. However, it
must be understood that while completing the approved 21 credits does satisfy this “Outside Area”
component of the WCU degree requirements, the student must complete ALL of the course work below in
order to become a candidate for music therapy certification.

Concert Etiquette
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As an audience member, you are part of the performance. Your respect of the performers is shown
through your silence during the music and your applause at the end of each composition. Performers as
well as other audience members are easily distracted by noises and movements. Please act as an audience
member as you would want an audience to act should you be on the stage yourself.

Please arrive 10 minutes early. The faculty member will stop stamping 5 minutes before the concert so as
to be seated at this time. No exceptions.

Please turn off all cell phones, pagers and electronic devices prior to entering the performance venue.
Text messaging and phone use is not acceptable concert etiquette.

If you are taking notes for a class, please sit near the back and be as quiet as possible.

Please remove caps and hats prior to entering the hall. Please dress appropriately. Shirt and shoes are
required.

Please do not wear perfume to performances. Many concert goers are allergic to perfumes.

Your applause shows not only your appreciation of the music, but for the effort of the performer. It is
appropriate to keep applauding until all solo and chamber ensemble performers are off the stage. Larger
ensembles and conductors will exit the stage after appropriate applause. Should the performers return for

a curtain call, you should consider continuing the applause until the performers have left the stage.

Since applause is part of the concert, should you leave prior to the performers being completely off stage
and house lights raised, your card will not be stamped.

No flash photography except during applause.
Do not enter or exit the hall during performances.

Any faculty member may excuse or dismiss anyone at any time for inappropriate behavior.
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
