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EASY COPY (DUBBING) 

FROM VHS TO DVD
Using Station #7

Please note:  It is recommended that you use “DVD-R” which is most likely to be compatible with other players.

READY

1. Turn on TV:  (Station “Video 2” should be showing on the screen.   If it isn’t, push 1st  button on TV  until “Video 2” appears.)
2. Insert VHS tape:  
· Rewind VHS tape to beginning of tape or section you want to copy
· Be sure tape is stopped before proceeding. 
3. Insert blank DVD in DVD slot
SET
4. See Round Circle bottom right of VCR/DVD Player, divided in half (left for VHS/right for DVD) 
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GO!

5. Press Right half - “DVD” arrow pointing to the right and hold for 3 seconds.

6. Copying begins!
· To stop copying at some point, press “stop” or hold “Return” button on remote for about 3 seconds.  
· To copy whole tape, let it proceed to the end.

7. When finished, TV screen will show, “Writing the information on the disc.  Please wait”, then “Dubbing has been cancelled.”  
8. To view what has been transferred to DVD, press “DVD” on remote, then “play”. 
IMPORTANT LAST STEP - “FINALIZE”:   In order for your DVD to work on other systems, you must “finalize” it on this system once you are finished copying to the DVD.  See next page for instructions.
TO FINALIZE:   

· While stopped, press “Functions” on the Panasonic Remote.

· Select “Other Functions” using the up/down arrows, press “enter”

· Select “Disc management”, press “enter”

· Choose “FINALIZE”, with up/down arrow, then press “enter”
· TV Screen will tell you that finalizing will take from 4-15 minutes  and ask if you want to continue.  

· Choose “Yes”, press enter.

· Select “start”.  

Note:  Once you finalize your disk, it becomes “Play only”.  You will no longer be able to record or edit it.
